We will have a very experienced staff of instructors who will educate responders in the
complexities of the maritime environment. The instructors and personnel from the Port of
Virginia, the USCG, and TMSA from the Delaware Bay area. These instructors have
extensive background in marine operations, and are looking forward to providing
attendees the information and skills necessary to successfully respond to a maritime
emergency.

The class will be held at the Norfolk Fire Rescue Training Center, 7120 Granby St. Norfolk
Virginia 23505.

In order to facilitate a positive learning experience for all students we will be capping the
class size to 100. Due to the limited class size, we are limiting each agency to 4 students.

Due to
limited resources, legal and safety issues, we will not provide additional face
pieces.

eguipment.

Everyone must have a government issued photo ID (Fire Dept. or Agency ID is
preferred). You must carry your picture ID every day of the event. This will allow you
to gain _access to the waterfront facilities. International attendees, bring your

passport.
